ARTS ADVOCACY

2010 NEA Update - At the end of October, a compromise spending bill, approved by Congressional
negotiators, set the 2010 fiscal year budgets for the National Endowment for the Humanities and the
National Endowment for the Arts at $167.5 million each — a $25 million total increase over the appro-
priations for the two endowments in 2009. The National Endowment for the Arts appropriation is a
3.8% increase over the $161.3 million the president proposed in his budget, but the money for the
National Endowment for the Humanities falls short of the $171.3 million the president proposed for
the agency.

Changing Image of Classical Music Performers - The fourth in a series of musical events
hosted at the White House focused on classical music. This event, held in early November, featured
student workshops and an evening concert, and was streamed live on the Internet. The four young
performers at the evening concert — guitar player Sharon Isbin , pianist Awadagin Pratt , cellist Alisa
Weilerstein and violinist Joshua Bell — brought not just their passion but their young, fresh, and
down-to-earth image. From Pratt’'s dreadlocks to Bell's un-tucked shirt and blue jeans, these artists
represent a major change in the image of classical music at the White House. In past administrations
classical music was logical for entertainment — socially acceptable and properly “high church”
Tastes have changed. Jazz and rock began to creep into the picture as early as the Carter Admini-
stration. Even today classical music is the one constituent among many. However, bringing arts into
the White House is becoming more democratically inclusive, both in terms of audiences combining
aspiring students with the traditional elite, and the performers who represent a cross section of ages
and ethnicities.

“Guitar_Hero” to “Orchestra Hero”? - One of the hottest things in music right now is a pair of
video games — “Rock Band” and “Guitar Hero.” Anyone can play. The games allow one to become a
member of the band. So why not “Orchestra Hero”? What if one could play the horn solo in “Till
Eulenspiegel’s Merry Pranks” on a controller horn — or the bassoon solo at the opening of “The Rite
of Spring” on a controller bassoon? What if a person could bang out the timpani part in the first
movement of Beethoven's “Fifth Symphony,” or the clarinet solo at the beginning of “Rhapsody in
Blue”? What if one could stand in front of the entire orchestra and conduct Mahler’s “Ninth Sym-
phony” — or sit in the brass section for a rendition of Janacek’s “Sinfonietta”? The possibilities are
astounding and the good news is that “Rock Band” will soon be opening its format to classical music.
How about that as an introduction to classical music for young people?!
