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Classical Music  -  Not always Serious! 
     Spring seems to be the time of year when good humored horseplay and practical jokes are noticed.  Perhaps 
the longer days, sunshine-filled with warmer temperatures, fuel the lighter moods in spite of economic woes 
and troubling world agendas.  Most of the reading I do regarding classical music suggests that it must be taken 
very, very seriously.  In fact, there is a great deal of funny classical music as well as musical jokes that make 
you smile or laugh out loud.  Mozart was a well-known practical joker and he actually wrote a multi-movement 
piece titled A Musical Joke.  Joseph Haydn’s Farewell Symphony has the musicians leaving the stage one by 
one – often to the amazement of first time concert goers.  Haydn’s String Quartet No. 30 is nicknamed “The 
Joke” and you can understand why this is so.  Just when you expect the music to end, it starts up again, fol-
lowed by abrupt silence and then more music and silence –leaving the listener wondering if it will ever stop.  
So, look for the good humor in our ever-so-serious view of classical music – a little tickle and laugh can be  
refreshing! 
 
What About Encores? 
     Encores are the lovely sweet endings at the end of concerts – sometimes the most fun part of the concert.  
Critics don’t generally review them and frequently have left the auditorium before they are performed.  The rea-
son for this, as I have learned, is that the encore is a gift from the performer to the audience and therefore 
should not be judged in the same way as a concert would be.  There is also another function of an encore.  In 
departing from the program, it gets the listeners to take notice, speculate on what’s to come and take a more 
active role as they interact with the performer.  Generally, if the concert has been traditional with silence being 
maintained throughout the evening, the atmosphere changes as the performer speaks to the audience and tells 
them what they are about to hear.  Encores can be magical and audiences transformed with these special gifts 
from performers.
