NEA Report:  Fewer Performing Arts Attendees 
     You may be in good company if you haven’t gone to a movie, a jazz concert or an art exhibit in recent years.  
A recent study from the NEA has found a notable decline in theater, museum, and concert attendance as well as 
other cultural activities, and a sharper fall from 25 years ago.  This drop was for virtually all art forms, age 
groups and levels of education.  Jesse Rosen, president and CEO of the League of American Orchestras, was 
alarmed by the attendance numbers, but encouraged by the 40 million adults who watched and listened to clas-
sical music through the electronic media.  There seems to be a process of change at work here.  Perhaps we 
have an old way of defining participating in the arts, and the public is redefining what participation means.  The 
challenge for us is to see where the public is and to engage with them to adapt. 
 
 
Benefits of music for Alzheimer’s, stroke patients 
     One of the raps on iPods is that users tend to close themselves off from other people and 
retreat into their own private world.  A recent article in the Wall Street Journal has com-
mented that with stroke and dementia patients, iPods and other MP3 players are having just 
the opposite effect.  Caregivers have observed for decades that Alzheimer’s patients can still 
remember and sing songs long after they’ve stopped recognizing names and faces.  There is 
growing evidence that listening to music can also help stimulate seemingly lost memories and 
even help in restoring some cognitive function.  Several doctors who have studied the thera-
peutic effects of  music over many decades are now spearheading new programs to provide 
iPods loaded with customized playlists to help spread the benefits of music therapy to Alzheimer’s patients – 
even at home.  Many dementia patients make gains in cognitive function after music therapy whether the form 
is opera, classical, religious or jazz music.   
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We are half way through the 2009-2010 program year and have many exciting events to 
look forward to.  The first Toledo Symphony Orchestra Blade Chamber Concert of the 
year is scheduled for January 10th (refer to Ann Lieder’s article) and the first concert of 
the 2009-2010 program year for the Junior Youth Orchestra will be held on January 
17th.  Dorothy Coates describes this concert in her article and encourages us to attend 
and support these talented young musicians.  More information regarding upcoming 
events will be provided in the February Score.
