Thausic director of the New York Phjl-=
harmonic, Alan Gilbert, stopped the orchestra aamkd at the offending patron in the frpg
row and asked “Are you finished?” Hearing no rem® the conductor said, “Fine, we'\ '\
wait.” At this point, the audience became annoged some shouting and rhythmi
clapping ensued. The ringing finally stopped ahd phone owner indicated that the
device had been turned off. The conductor therremdéd the audience saying, "=
although it can be worse to stop a performancensuleh conditions, this was so egregious that ldrouallow
it.”
